Model “Y” short rad 5 cwt van.  14 November 1932 – October 1934.

Some 3,034 8 h.p. 5 cwt short rad vans were built, production starting on 14 November 1932.  Initially (Briggs body numbers 121/---) they had running boards, front bumpers, a large door on the near side and the spare wheel mounted on the off-side running board (hence no door on the driver’s side).  From 12 June 1933, (Briggs body number 126/---) the running boards were discontinued to aid mounting and dismounting (a mud flap was added to the rear of the front wings), a smaller door was introduced and the spare wheel was mounted on the off-side door, which now opened.
